In November of last year, 

Senator Corker introduced 

the Residential Mortgage 

Market Privatization and 

Standardization Act.  The 

Senator believes his bill 

would gradually end de-

pendence on the govern-

ment for housing finance. 

 

Sen. Corkerôs plan for a 

private secondary mortgage 

market would set up a 

framework for a kind of 

futures trading. 

His legislation would estab-

lish deliverability rules and 

broad sets of data for a fu-

tures market, allowing in-

vestors to judge the quality 

of mortgage-backed securi-

ties. Corker argues that the 

system will allow investors 

to confidently trade on a 

futures market, but without 

the government guarantee 

that many argue led to loose 

underwriting and reckless 

betting on the resulting se-

curities. 

 

The plan, one of many bills 

addressing what to do with 

Fannie Mae and Freddie 

Mac, would create a 10-year 

transition period. Each year, 

another 10 percent of the 

governmentôs guarantee of 

such securities would go 

away, which Corker said 

allows the market to gradu-

ally price mortgages proper-

ly ð without massive 

jumps in costs or plunges in 

liquidity.
